Construction far exceeds founder’s aspirations of 
1984 

 

Clearwater started life as a small company in 1984 building a speculative 
townhouse development in New Plymouth. Our path through the subsequent 
years is marked by a wide variety of construction and civil engineering work 
across New Zealand. 

We have been engaged as sub-contractor, main contractor or construction 
manager on projects of diverse types and in many locations from the Kapuni 
Petrochemical Plant in Taranaki to Apartment Towers in Mount Maunganui to 
the Mount Eden Women’s Prison, The Henderson Commonwealth Games 
Pool, Kelly Tarlton’s, North Shore Sewerage Treatment Plant and more 
recently Westfield New Zealand’s new Car Park in Riccarton, Christchurch. 

All construction companies were hit hard by the reduction in workload that 
followed the 1987 share market crash. During this time we managed through 
our association with Dixon & Haddon Limited to keep much of our workforce 
busy rigging structural steel. Today many of those former Clearwater people 
are still with the current D&H Steel Construction. In the last 10 years we have 



been busy again delivering many industrial, commercial and residential 
projects in the wider Auckland area. 

We have a long history of looking after our people and we believe that this is 
demonstrated by very low staff turnover. Several of the Clearwater team has 
been with us for more than 20 years and many have been with us for five 
years, ten years and more. Within Clearwater Construction and its sister 
companies there are several instances where we employ two generations 
from one family and in one case three generations. 

Our philosophy & our approach are further reflected in the proportion of repeat 
business that we enjoy. We are proud to have worked for several of our 
clients on multiple projects over the last five or ten years. 

The construction boom that preceded the current situation has been an 
exciting time for Clearwater. We have invested in information technology over 
this time, developed and streamlined our systems and we have added some 
great people to our team. We are certainly in character building times at 
present but we look forward to the future with confidence.
